The HHSA will be adopting the world wide use of the Universal Equine Life Number from 2010. This enables
horses moving between countries either by sale or for competition to be easily identified. Horses with a UELN wiill
not need a new number for FEI competition upon receipt of the FEI passport. The changes are below:

27. LIFE NUMBERS
UELN - HHSA UELN prefix is 036012. The 036 is the Country Code for Australia and the 012 the number associ-
ated with the HHSA.

Other Australian Society codes
AWHA: 036001.
ASB: 036AUS

036012010073009 036= The UELN country code for Australia
012= The UELN code given the HHSA
01= HHSA Code Number
0073 = Numerical allocation of all horses born in Australia since 1993
009 = Year of Birth

The HHSA has adopted a change to the eligibility of horses for Identification Registration. These changes are be-
low in bold.

29. IDENTIFICATION REGISTRATION

The following criteria apply for acceptance into the Identification Register:

Must be progeny of a Hanoverian approved stallion either branded Hanoverian or with over 50% Hanoverian
blood, and a mare from an accepted population.

Must be inspected by a classifier, Veterinarian or a Committee member.

Horses can be entered at any age but must be DNA typed to the registered Hanoverian parent (paternal validation).
The non-Hanoverian portion of the pedigree should contain at least four generations of warmblood, Thoroughbred,
Arab or Anglo-Arab.

No broken or diluted coloured horses will be accepted.

The Society reserves the right to refuse entry into the Identification Register for any reason.

No branding with the Hanoverian brand will be allowed.

The fee for issue of papers is $50 which includes inspection.

The HHSA has been advised by the Hanoverian Verband in Germany to adopt the following changes in bold to
Stallion licensing and performance testing in Australia.

32. STALLION LICENSING PROCEDURE

Colts in Germany are normally presented for licensing at the age of 2% years. Older colts of four years of age
may be presented but must be ridden as well as undertaking the same evaluation procedures as the younger
colts. In Australia young colts or stallions from 2% years may be presented for Pre-Licensing where an evalua-
tion of their suitability for breeding stallions will be assessed. Stallions may not be presented for Licensing
in Australia until they have met the Performance requirement through sport (see 33).

33. STALLION PERFORMANCE TESTING
The required standards are five placings 1st to 3rd in open jumper classes (A & B Grade showjumping) or FEI Dres-
sage (Prix St Georges at 63% or above) or three placings 1st to 3rd in a Three Day Event at Medium or Advanced
